1t Rivets or screws holding the elbows together instead of
Premier’s solid metal pressed cast joints. Will not loosen over time.
1 Single spring and single cable arms instead of
Premier’s three springs and two cables. Fabric doesn’t sag, even with Rain!
1x Small, under powered motors instead of
Premier’s high torque, 21 rpm specialized awning motors. Greater longevity.
1x Premier’s mounting techniques and hardware are certified for winds up to
150 MPH.

PRODUCT DESCRIPTION

FRAMES

Frames are the most vital part of a rollout awning system and no two are alike!
Premier’s awnings are manufactured using all heavy German components with a
thick, white PVC coating. The main support bar (square bar) is high torsion steel for
maximum strength. For maximum longevity it is hot dipped galvanized then PVC
coated.

ARMS

The arms are constructed using double cables and triple springs sealed inside for
water tightness. Double strength and triple stiffness allow maximum use on windy
beach fronts. These features are vital when using the awning for heavy rain and
wind.

MOUNTING BRACKETS

The mounting brackets are heavy, aluminum alloy with thick PVVC coating to ensure
complete protection from the elements. Alloy is stronger than plain aluminum and
has an elastic quality under stress to return to its original shape.

FABRICS

Sewn on a $2,000,000 Robotic sewing machine to exact size for a totally FLAT
finished panel. The fabric covers and trim are 100% acrylic. They can be rolled up
when wet without forming mildew and provide the highest longevity awning
material used for retractable awnings. There are hundreds of fabric colors to choose
from with companion trim valance included.

MOTORS

Electric motors are completely sealed and then inserted inside the fabric roller tube
of the awning, never being exposed to the elements. The torque required to roll the
awning in and out is always constant which allows motors to run almost indefinitely
without break downs or service (15 years of uninterrupted service is expected). Our
motors are priced up to $500 less than our competitors.

CONTROLS The Buzzman™ Awning System

The “Buzzman™” wind sensor is a propeller sensor that will automatically retract
your awning if the wind gusts reach 35-mile per hour. Remote control, wall switch
control, or hand crank™ options are available.

*The “Buzzman™” wind sensor is not available with the hand crank option.




Measuring to Determine
the Price of Your Awning

1. The awning can be mounted on the wall, underneath the eve or on
the roof. Measure the height of the wall where you would like your
awning installed. For wall or underneath the eve mounting, you
need at least 7 ft. 4 in. from your deck or patio floor to the bottom of
any roof, eve, or overhang.

2. Measure along the wall to determine how wide your awning should
be.

3. Measure the projection of the awning. This will be the distance from
the wall or mounting area to the end of the area you want to cover..

Determining the price of your awning from the enclosed price list.

1. Use your measurement #2 for width.

2. Use your measurement # 3 for projection.
